David Morrow — Toxic Charity

David Morrow is a pastor at the Union Gospel Mission. David is not
currently a Rotarian, but his grandfather was for 62 years and his fa-
ther and brother in law are Rotarians.

David reported that in Minnesota there are 12, 000 people a night
who are homeless. 600,000 Minnesotans live below the poverty line,
including 2000 in White Bear Lake. Our challenge is how to help
them without hurting them.

With poverty we deal with the symptoms rather than the reason for it.
Our view is poverty is about lack of resources. David believes that
poverty is fundamentally a lack of relationship, not a lack of re-
sources.

How do we help?

The responses to poverty include 3 layers. The 1 layer is relief,
dealing with immediate needs. The 2" layer is rehabilitation which is
working “with” rather than working “for”.

Doing “for” rather than “with” is the norm. Add to it the combi-
nation of patronizing pity and unintended superiority and chari-
ty becomes toxic — Lupton, Toxic Charity.

The 3" layer is development. We need to help people determine
what they need.

The Union Gospel Mission provides 1000 free meals per day; 750
beds per night (60 are free); and provides basic medial care. This is
considered relief mode. Then there is rehabilitation including mental
health care and treatment.
